Voluntary Resignation [ I'HEkvi

This option is by far the simplest. If the club members feel that their club is no longer viable,
they may vote to disband at a regular club meeting. They should then send a letter to District
Governor with the details of the vote, such as when it took place, the outcome, and the
reasons for the resignation. If they still have their charter certificate, they should also send it
to District Governor. District Governor can then forward these items to District Club
Suppoter(DCS) along with your written acceptance of the resignation. D.C.S. will submit the
request to the RI Board for final approval. If the club owes any dues or fees, this will also be

recorded in the official record.
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
